Punctuality
I have been disappointed at the number of pupils who are arriving late at school in the mornings since September, and the total learning time which has, consequently, been lost. 
Over the first half term, 69 (36.5%) pupils have been late on one or more occasions, with 36 hrs. 26 minutes, (which is more than 7 school days), learning time lost in total.

I would like to take this opportunity to clarify the school times:
The school day begins at 8.45 a.m. Pupils should be in the school playground before 8.45 a.m. when the school bell goes to signal the start of the school day.  The Reception class and Key stage One teachers will open the classroom doors to allow the children to enter, and the Key Stage Two teachers will enter the playground, where the children should be lining up, and lead their class into the school. 

The school gates will close between 8.45 a.m. and 8.50 a.m. and those arriving after the gates have closed will need to sign in at the school office. It is essential that all pupils arriving late are signed in to ensure the safety of your child in the event of a fire or other emergency.  By law, late marks are registered and are placed on a child’s school records.  These records follow the child throughout their school years, regardless of which schools they attend in the future.
I have also noticed an increasing number of parents who are late to collect their children at the end of the school day.  This appears to be a particular issue when older siblings, from the High School, are collecting their brothers/sisters.  May I remind you that school finishes at 3.00 p.m. for Key Stage One pupils and 3.05 p.m. for Key Stage Two pupils.  If you are having difficulty collecting your child at the correct time, perhaps you would like to consider registering with the After School Club which runs after school every day to cover such eventualities.
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We are working very hard to ensure that your children have the very best education and would ask that all parents support us in our efforts to instil the importance of punctuality and daily routine, which are very important life skills for our children’s success in the future.
